In addition to the core academic subjects, the 

curriculum at OCS includes Bible, computer, arts 

and crafts, music, health/physical education, and 

character training.  Enrichment occurs through 

chapels, our annual Christmas program, special 

assemblies, field trips, special projects, and guest 

speakers.  Emphasis is placed upon character 

development and mastery of academic fundamentals.  

Godôs Word is applied to every phase of a childôs 

life. 
 

Oroville Christian School teaches the traditional 

courses of Phonograms (phonics-based), reading, 

writing, grammar, literature, math (through Algebra 

II), science, history, and Bible.  OCS primarily uses 

Christian publications in its curriculum, namely 

ABeka Book, Bob Jones, Biblical Choices, 

Associate Christian Schools, Int. (ACSI), and 

Positive Action for Christ.  Oroville Christian 

School offers band starting in the fourth grade. 

Fourth & f ifth grade students are required to take 

one year of band.  Children are encouraged to stay 

in the OCS band through their eighth grade year. 
 

 

Private School Satellite Program 
 

OCS provides a year-round home school for children 

in kindergarten through grade twelve.  Text books 

are ordered for these students from the same 

publishers and catalogs as our on-campus students.  

Families pay a small participation fee and have 

access to on-campus activities such as band, 

fieldtrips, sports, P.E. etc.  We have a Home School 

Director who meets with each family quarterly to 

answer questions and to finalize paperwork.  Our on-

campus library is also made available to students 

during the day when other classes are not scheduled. 
 

At times and especially with older students, parents 

have difficulty understanding enough of a particular 

subject to teach it effectively to their child.  In cases 

such as these, parents may desire to have their child 

taught on campus for one or more subjects.  This 

policy applies to any academic subject in which K-8 

students regularly receive a grade.  In these cases, 

OCS offers these guidelines as policies to govern.   
 

1.  A meeting of the parents, PSSP Director, 

Principal, and applicable teacher(s) will occur to 

discuss the particulars of the situation and, if needed, 

draw up a plan of implementation.   

2. Class room space is limited and enrollment per 

class room is always to be a consideration.  If room 

is available in the desired grade level, the student 

will be considered.  If the classroom is deemed full, 

the student will be denied the request to take the 

class on campus. 

3. The cost per class per year will be no less than 

one-third the annual tuition for a full-time, on-

campus student.   

4. The PSSP family will assume all supply costs for 

their student to take the class on campus.  These 

include but are not limited to the following: 

textbooks, necessary supplies, etc. 

5. This program is limited to students enrolled in the 

OCS PSSP. 

6. The payment for the class(es) is to be paid either 

annually or at the beginning of each trimester before 

the class begins.  

7. Because PE classes are not taught daily, they will 

be charged at a rate of one-half of the other classes 

taken on campus. 

 Example: Annual Tuition = $3000/year 

       One class     = $1000/year 

       One PE class    = $500/year 
 
 

 

Bible Instruction  
 

We believe and teach that the Bible is the God-

breathed, totally trustworthy manual for what we 

believe and how we live.  Every man-made machine 

has a manual.  Created by God with marvelous 

complexity and capability, man needs an Ownerôs 

Manual ï the Bible.  It is the foundation for life and 

as such gives direction to our teaching. 
 

 

In other words, everything your child needs for 

successful living is in His powerful Word.  There are 

many reasons for a child to learn to read well.  For 

example, excellent reading skills can give a child a 

great advantage in the competitive market place.  

But the primary reason to learn to read well is not 

just that a child might make a living, but that he or 

she might learn how to live!   It is hoped that each 

OCS student will learn to dig deeply and skillfully 

into the treasure of the Bible and discover Godôs will 

for true success.

Chapel 
 

The primary purpose of chapel  is to teach 

children to worship the LORD.   So we ask 

them to come reverently and be attentive.  

We want them to learn to love the LORD, to 

magnify His name, and to enjoy Him 

forever. 

 

Chapel is held on Fridays from 8:45 to 9:30 

am.  Parents, grandparents, and friends are 

cordially invited to all chapels.  In chapel, 

children are trained in reverence and love 

for God and His Word through worship, 

music, skits, Bible stories, drama, puppets, 

and guest speakers. 

 

Children are permitted to sit with their 

parents or grandparents during chapel. We 

respectfully request that visiting adults abide 

by the no talking and no food or drink rules 

for chapel. We also want to remind adults to 

silence their cell phones during chapel. 

Occasionally there will be a chapel date 

change which will be announced ahead of 

time via the Eagle Express. 

 

If you plan to attend a chapel that your 

childôs class is leading, please check with 

the teacher or with the school secretary to be 

sure the schedule hasnôt changed.  Anyone 

visiting the campus must sign in at the 

school office and check out a visitorôs 

badge.  Siblings are welcome to join us for 

chapel, but they must be seated with their 

parent/guardian at all times.  

Please do not allow your child 

to walk aimlessly around 

the  

 

 

sanctuary during chapel.  We want to be 

respectful to the speaker at all times. 

 

All adults who lead the children on stage 

are asked to be in chapel dress to set a 

good example.  Children are required to 

wear chapel dress all day on chapel days.

School Pledges 

 

OCS believes in old 

fashioned patriotism that 

includes respect for our flag.  Students raise 

the American and Christian flags daily on 

the school grounds.  In chapel, students give 

pledges to both flags and the Bible.

Athletics 
 

OCS offers a varied athletic program 

for students in K-8
th
 grades.  Fifth 

through eighth boys and girls may 

participate after school in basketball and volleyball 

games / tournaments and Cross Country.  Cross 

Country is also offered to boys and girls in K-4
th
 

grades.  Flag football is offered to boys in the 7
th
-8

th
 

grades. Student athletes must be in school on game 

day in order to play.  Exceptions will be made for 

doctor appointments, family emergencies, etc.  In 

order to be eligible for games, a 7/8th student must 

not have any ñFôsò or no more than one ñDò in any 

three-week period.  On a weekly basis, students also 

receive regular instruction in physical education.   

 

The OCS School Board adopted the following 

policy:  ñOCS athletes are students who model not 

perfection but an honest effort to succeed in both 

their conduct and academics. In addition to the 

academic requirements, OCS athletes will conduct 

themselves in a manner consistent with the teaching 

of the Scripture. Students will not be permitted to 

play in a game if they have received a Disciplinary 

Referral in the week of the game or tournament. 

Students receiving the Referral will be permitted to 

attend the game or tournament but not dress out or 

sit with the team during the game.ò 

 

Music, Math Olympics, Science Fair, & 

Christmas Musical 
 

Band is available for students in grades 4-8
th
.  

Beginning band is required the whole year for 4
th
 & 

5
th
 grade students.  Science Fair (grades K-8), Math 

Olympics (grades 3-8), and Speech Meets (grades K-

8) are offered to students in the appropriate grade 

levels.  Every year OCS presents a Christmas 

musical, involving first through sixth grade students, 

as an outreach to families, friends, and our 

community.  We ask that during the musical, parents 

keep their children with them at all times.  We want 

to be respectful of the students/teachers during 

production. 

 

    Graduation Ceremonies 
 

Kindergarten and eighth grade graduations have 

become big events at OCS.  Graduations are held at 

the end of the school year to celebrate the successful 

completion of the studentsô first and last years at 

OCS.

 

 

Historical Sites Tour (HST) 
 

The Historical Sites Tour is another highlight at OCS.  Every other spring our seventh and eighth grade 

students, their parents and school staff travel to Washington D.C., Maryland, Virginia, and Pennsylvania 

to learn about the Christian influence in the foundation of our country.  This unforgettable tour teaches 

our children the truth about our godly heritage and prepares them to be good Christian citizens who will 

defend what God has given us.  Students will see the marks of Providence everywhere, even etched in 

marble on the sacred memorials and on the walls of the Supreme Court.  HST groups (7/8
th
 grade 

students and their parents) meet each month to discuss various items such as fundraisers, the hot lunch 

program, and insights on future trips.  Future HST trips:  2010, 2012, 2014, etc. 

 

Grandparentsô Day Celebration 
 

Every other fall we celebrate Grandparentsô Day.  This is a special day where grandparents of our OCS 

students are invited to come to school and spend valuable time with their grandchildren.  OCS students 

present a special program that honors all grandparents, and then grandparents are invited to join their 

grandchildren in the classrooms for a time of fun and fellowship.  Future Grandparents Day events:

Schoolôs Responsibility 

 

Everyone is a person of worth because he 

or she is created by God.  Therefore, 

students should learn to respect not only 

adults, but all other students who are 

uniquely created beings.  One of the most 

important lessons for any student to learn is how to 

properly respond to all authority:  parents, school 

personnel, other authority figures and, most 

importantly, God.  In order to accomplish this goal, 

we set discipline standards that are based on 

Scriptural principles and are enforced fairly, 

consistently, and lovingly.  All of us need to be 

trained to obey the Lord in this matter or suffer the 

consequences.  We need to appreciate each otherôs 

good qualities and be patient with each otherôs 

weaknesses.  Students at OCS should expect parents 

and teachers to love them by helping them to face 

and to overcome their own weaknesses and faults.  

Students can rightfully expect teachers and parents 

to be faithfully praying for them. 

 

Teacherôs Responsibility 
 

Each teacher explains expectations and 

consequences to their students.  Although each set of 

classroom rules and consequences may vary, our 

common goal is to develop self-controlled students 

who consistently do what is right.  Teachers develop 

a classroom discipline plan and submit it to the 

administration.  Each plan outlines a system of 

progressive steps to deal with unacceptable or 

inappropriate behavior.  Parents visiting the campus 

are to yield the discipline of the students to the 

school personnel. 

 

Students are to respect the personal property of 

others and ask permission before using it.  Students 

will strive to practice courtesy with others and 

respectfully obey rules for recess, playground, 

chapel, classroom, and off-campus events.  Children 

may be spoken to firmly, but never harshly.  Well-

chosen words given by a firm, loving spirit is often 

the only discipline needed.  The goal is for Godôs 

authority to extend to every phase of leadership, so 

that children sense remarkable unity and, 

consequently, love and security.  Whenever possible 

we teach children to solve their own problems or 

they never learn how to become responsible.  

Children learn best by experiencing natural 

consequences for mistakes, neglect, or disobedience. 
 

Parentôs Responsibility 
 

All disciplinary decisions are made prayerfully.  It is 

of the utmost importance that the parents support the 

teacher and/or the administration in matters of 

discipline.  If a disagreement arises in the corrective 

measures taken, a parent should not voice that 

disagreement to the child until after speaking with 

the teacher or principal, first.  It is important that we 

teach our students, through our own example, to 

submit to the authority established by God.  

(Romans 13) 
 

Studentôs Responsibility 
 

Each student is expected to maintain a high level of 

behavior and personal responsibility requiring very 

little disciplinary action by the school.  Basic 

responsibility for discipline rightly belongs to the 

home, but at school and school events, children are 

under the parent-delegated authority of the school.  

The goal is for the child to see the school and the 

home as a strong, unified team.  OCS will seek the 

counsel of parents and support parental discipline as 

much as possible, and hope for the same response 

from parents. 
 

It is essential that all OCS parents, staff, and board 

adhere to the basic principles presented in ñFour 

Steps To Responsibilityò by Jim Faye.  1) Give your 

child a responsibility 2) Hope your child makes a 

mistake 3) Allow empathy and consequences to do 

the teaching 4) Give the same responsibility again.  

Tapes are available by checkout through the 

schoolôs Library.  Support from home on this issue 

may determine whether your child will be a ñvictimò 

or a victor!  Unity between home and school is vital

Classroom Discipline 
 

Classroom discipline procedures vary from class 

to class, although each teacher strives to be 

consistent, firm, and fair.  In the kindergarten 

through fourth grades, discipline is handled by 

simple reproofs such as colored behavioral charts 

which are used to manage classroom behavior. 

Consequences for chart changes may include any 

of the following:  verbal warning, time out, 

restriction, loss of privileges, walking or running 

at recess, restitution, special writing assignments, 

Office Referrals, or whatever the teacher 

determines is appropriate. 

 

In the fifth through eighth grades, the teachers 

implement the RAPP system. RAPP stands for the 

high student standards of Respect, Attentiveness, 

Preparedness, and Punctuality. Students in the 

7/8th grades are cited with tickets for violation of 

those standards with a ten-minute Detention 

accumulated for every ticket. 

 

The teacher will keep in close communication 

with the parents of children who have significant 

or escalating discipline problems.  The goal of the 

discipline will always be to reach the heart of the 

child rather than just change the behavior. 
 

Office Referrals 
 

A teacher may send a student to the office if 

ordinary classroom discipline is not effective.  The 

principal weighs each situation carefully.  If the 

office visit is officially recorded on the principalôs 

discipline record as an ñOffice Referral,ò then the 

studentôs behavior that was recorded will be 

monitored.  Three (3) Office Referrals in one (1) 

trimester may result in a suspension.   

 

Students may be placed on academic or behavior 

probation at the discretion of the Principal.  These 

students will be monitored closely with the 

intention of correcting the problem prompting the 

probation.  Students with excessive office referrals 

may be asked to withdraw from OCS or to not 

return the following year.  Please understand that 

many students are sent to the office during the 

year as a ñwake upò call, just to help them make 

an attitude adjustment with no action recorded.  

Typically, children leave the principalôs office 

with a wholesome ñfear of the Lordò and a 

renewed desire to be obedient and some times, 

thatôs all that is needed. 
 

Suspension 
 

Suspension from school disqualifies a student 

from Honor Roll for the trimester in which the 

suspension occurred.  Serious misbehavior, such 

as disrespect, profanity, or fighting, may result in 

a direct Office Referral or an immediate 

suspension that bypasses other discipline 

procedures.  At the discretion of the Principal, a 

student may be suspended from school for up to 

three (3) days, pending a parent conference.   

 

The suspension may be ñin houseò (at OCS, but 

out of class) or at home, depending on the severity 

of the problem.  Suspended students may be 

readmitted only after a successful parent/principal 

conference.  Daily assignments due during the 

suspension receive a zero grade, but they must be 

completed satisfactorily and handed in to the 

teacher upon readmission to school.  A student 

who is suspended from school, more than twice 

during the school year, may be expelled for the 

remainder of the school year, subject to the 

OCS Board review. 
 

Spanking 
 

Spanking is a parental responsibility according to 

the Word of God.  If spanking is to be done, it 

should be done carefully and with compassion.  

Although OCS supports the Bibleôs clear teaching 

on corporal correction of children, the school will 

not administer it.

Classroom Discipline and Instruction 

 
È Students are expected to promptly follow 

directions and instructions given by teachers 

or others in authority.  There is to be no back 

talk or disrespect toward any teacher, staff 

member or adult.   

È Differences of opinion are to be resolved 

quietly and courteously. 

È Teachers train students to be courteous when 

in class discussions; only one person talk after 

being called upon. 

È Students in group projects must work 

cooperatively, industriously, with a low voice 

volume. 

È Classroom conduct will be courteous and 

controlled with consideration and respect for 

the needs of others. 

È Individuals entering a classroom will do so 

quietly and promptly without any disturbance. 

È When a class is preparing to enter a room, 

students will line up by the door in an orderly 

manner (hands off one another, eyes forward) 

and enter as directed.   

È Hats are not to be worn inside buildings. 

È Boys must have their shirts tucked in before 

entering the classroom and Chapel. 

È Running and other disturbances are not 

allowed in the classroom. 

È No eating or drinking in the classroom, unless 

given permission by the teacher for special 

occasions. 

È When students are at recess, they are not 

allowed back into their classroom for their 

jacket, homework, etc. unless specifically told 

by their teacher and their teacher is present. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Playground Discipline and Instruction 

 
´ Play safely by the rules.  Be considerate of 

others in games or while waiting in line for 

games and playground equipment. 

´ Use playground equipment according to the 

rules.  Playground equipment is not allowed in 

the restrooms. 

´ Food is to be consumed at the lunch tables, not 

in the restrooms or on the playground. 

´ Students who swing on the swings must do so 

facing the same direction. 

´ No kicking balls in the primary playground 

behind the fence by the restrooms. 

´ All playground activities are under adult 

supervision, whether on the field, fenced play 

areas, or in other approved areas.  

´  Students must keep an adult supervisor in 

sight at all times. 

´ Students will need to get permission from 

their teacher or supervising aide to come and 

go from anywhere on campus.  Students who 

enter the school office are to come through the 

front door and quietly wait to be recognized. 

´ Restrooms or hallways are not to be used for 

games or ñmeetingsò. 

´ Walk on cement paths, not on the lawns. 

´ Keep garbage picked up (lunch sacks, fruit 

peelings, wrappers, etc.) 

´ Explosives, knives, guns, pornography, 

alcohol, tobacco products, etc. are not allowed 

on campus.  If a child is caught with any of 

the above, an Office Referral will be issued 

automatically. Parents and those in authority 

will be contacted. 

´ No running on walkways, crosswalks, in 

hallways, classrooms, or in the sanctuary.  Red 

ñSpeeding Ticketsò will be issued for 

offenders. When a student is issued a 

ñspeeding ticketò, the teacher will provide the 

student with the proper disciplinary action.
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Please read this next section together with your child(ren). 



  Wh y Does OCS have a dress code?  
 

 

A dress code is necessary for modesty, discipline, 

safety and to offset rapidly changing fashions that 

are too expensive for parents already sacrificing to 

send their children to a Christian school. Without 

indulging in fads, we want our appearance (staff 

as well as students) to reflect modesty and good 

taste.  School is a place of business not a party or 

camp-out.  Studies have shown that students who 

are appropriately dressed at school usually behave 

better and study better.  Home school students 

must also conform to the dress code when 

participating in school functions ï on-campus 

activities and fieldtrips.   

 

The dress code will be enforced graciously and 

firmly so that all of us can focus on what is really 

important ï the heart of a child. When a student 

receives a dress code notice, the notice is sent 

home for a parent signature (which must be 

returned the next school day) and a phone call is 

made to the parents asking them to bring a change 

of clothes. If a child arrives to school in the 

middle of the day and he/she has violated the 

dress code, only a notice will still go home with 

the student.  

 

Students who are inappropriately dressed may not 

be admitted to class when given a second Dress 

Code notice. A conference will be scheduled with 

the Principal to discuss the dress code issue(s). 

The Principal has the authority to disapprove of 

any clothing that is even borderline unsafe, 

counter-cultural, or immodest.   

 

Some important items to remember are that most 

high heels for girls are not safe for recess and P.E.  

Therefore, girls that choose to wear high heels to 

school will need to bring other appropriate shoes 

for recess and P.E.  Girls may be asked to take off 

their earrings if they get in the way of activities 

during recess and P.E. It helps to think of the dress 

code as being like a team uniform.  Each Friday, 

students are to wear ñChapel Dressò for the entire 

school day.  (Chapel dress for students is located 

on the next page, ñOCS Dress Codeò) 

 

Most of our kidsô heroes wear uniforms on their 

teams or at their jobs.  We are the OCS team!  Our 

dress code identifies us as cooperating together to 

please each other and the Lord.  In reality, we are 

on His team.  The dress code says ñYesò to God-

given authority and ñNoò to disrespect and self-

centeredness.  Conformity to the dress code, the 

surrender of preferences, is a way of honoring the 

team instead of the individual ï a way of saying 

ñlook at usò, rather than ñlook at me.ò 

 

Note:  Tattoos (permanent or temporary) and 

body piercing is not allowed at school.  There isnôt 

room here to list all of the potential deviations 

from our attempt to maintain decent standards.  

Parents and students are urged to keep within the 

spirit of the dress code and use 

discretion in expressions of personal 

appearance. 

 

P.E. Clothing 

 

Kindergarten through fourth grade students do not 

have P.E. uniforms.  Fifth through eighth grade 

students will be given P.E. uniforms (shirts and 

shorts) at the beginning of school year. This is a 

purchase that is made upon enrollment. Shoes that 

are worn during P.E. must be laced up securely 

and have a back strap for safety. Sandals are not 

to be worn during P.E. In the winter months, 

students may wear sweat suits over their P.E. 

uniforms.  P.E. clothes are not to be worn over 

school clothes.  Because of modesty and safety 

issues, girls are not to wear dresses, skirts, hoop 

earrings, or necklaces to P.E.   

 

NOTE:  Shorts and sweat bottoms with printing 

on the rear are not allowed because it draws 

attention to that specific area.

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GIRLS 

¡ Chapel dress: skirts, gauchos, full-length dressy slacks (no jean of any color), blouses, and dresses. 

¡ Skirts or dresses with ñhandkerchief hem linesò must have a slip underneath that goes to the knee. 

¡ Jumpers, skirts, dresses, and culottes should be knee length or longer.  No high slits above the knee. 

¡ Shorts must be no shorter than four inches above the knee.  Girls who climb on playground equipment must 

wear shorts (finger tip length) under their skirts and dresses.  

¡ Skorts (skirt in front, shorts connected in back) must be no shorter than four inches above the knee. 

¡ Scooters (skirt ALL around, shorts connected underneath) will be treated like a skirt and MUST be knee-

length. 

¡ No make-up will be allowed at school (powder, foundation, lip gloss (colored), etc. 

¡ No form-fitting or skin-tight clothing (dresses, shirts, pants, shorts, skirts, etc).  All clothing should be loose-

fitting.  Waistbands on shorts, pants, and skirts should fit and not slip below the waist when arms are raised or 

at sides. Leggings may be worn under dress code approved shorts, skirts, dresses, etc. 

¡ No writing on the backside of pants, shorts, etc. 

¡ No pajamas at school (shirts, pants, shorts, etc.) 

¡ Shirts must cover midriff when arms are raised and when arms are at sides.  No shirts with low necklines or 

high slits above the midriff. 

¡ All shirts and designs must reflect positive, wholesome, Christian standards; logos from TV and movies are 

usually inappropriate.  

¡ Items that are considered ñGothicò such as black nail polish, studs & spikes on hats, belts, wristbands, shirts, 

pants, etc. are not allowed. 

¡ Sleeveless shirts need to be three inches wide on shoulders (No spaghetti straps). Layered tank tops must be 

three-inches wide on the shoulder. 

¡ Pants and shorts are to be hemmed, well-fitted, neat, and without holes. 

¡ All sandals and shoes must be laced up and have a back strap for safety reasons. (No high heels and sandals 

for P.E.). Shoes with wheels are not allowed at school. 

¡ For modesty, developing girls must wear bras. 

¡ Studentsô hair coloring should be natural. No extreme styles or coloring. 

¡ No tattoos, permanent or temporary. 

¡ Hats are not to be worn backwards or in buildings. 

 

BOYS 

  Chapel dress: collared shirts and full -length dressy slacks (no jean of any color). 

¡ Pants are to be hemmed, well fitted, neat and without holes.  Waistbands on shorts/pants should fit and not 

slip below the waist when arms are raised or at side. 

  No jerseys (unless a t-shirt is underneath), tank tops, etc.  Sleeveless shirts are to be three inches wide on 

shoulders. Shirts (as well as t-shirts) are to be tucked in during class, chapel, and special events. 

  All shirts and designs must reflect positive, wholesome, Christian standards; logos from TV and movies are 

usually inappropriate.   

  Items that are considered ñGothicò such as black nail polish, studs & spikes on hats, belts, wristbands, shirts, 
pants, etc. are not allowed. 

  No pajamas at school (shirts, pants, shorts, etc.) 

  Hair styles should not extend lower than the eyebrows, nor hang over the shirt collar, or  

      extend lower than the mid-ear.  

  Studentsô hair coloring should be natural. No extreme styles (numbers, ridges, Mohawks, etc.). 

  Earrings are not allowed. 

  All sandals and shoes must be laced up and have a back strap for safety reasons. (No sandals for P.E.). Shoes 

with wheels are not allowed at school. 

  No tattoos, permanent or temporary. 

  Hats are not to be worn backwards or in buildings.

Homework Habits 
 

Teachers will make assignments as clear as possible, 

but students must take the initiative to understand 

and satisfactorily complete their assignments.  

Homework may become very challenging, but it is 

well known that students who develop good study 

skills and homework habits have the best chance of 

succeeding later under the competitive pressures of 

life.  Third through eighth grade students are 

required to use assignment books to keep up with the 

responsibility of writing down homework and class 

information.  These are provided for students by the 

school.  God commands parents to teach their 

children diligently.  He is very serious about 

preparing young people for life.  Anything 

worthwhile requires hard work.  Students, you are 

expected to work hard at OCS.  Your life is too 

valuable to waste. 

 

Grade Reports 
 

Progress Reports and Report Cards are issued each 

trimester.  At the mid-point of the first trimester, all 

students will receive a Progress Report during 

Parent/Teacher Conference time.  Parent/Teacher 

conferences are mandatory for parents and are 

scheduled accordingly with each teacher to 

accommodate families that have more than one child 

at OCS. Parent/Teacher Conferences will be 

scheduled throughout the year as needed. 

 

Honor Roll 
 

Honor Roll status begins in third grade.  There are 

three levels of Honor Roll: 1) Scholar Roll, all ñAôsò 

and no more than one ñBò   2) High Honors, all 

ñAôsò and ñBôsò    3) Honorable Mention, all ñAôsò 

and ñBôsò and no more than one ñCò.  OCS Honor 

Roll students will be recognized at Awards 

Assemblies, which are scheduled at the end of each 

trimester, and in the local newspaper. The teachers 

will  notify the parents of the students that will be 

receiving Honor Roll so that they may attend the 

assemblies. 
 

Homework Information  
 

Parents requesting homework and class work for an 

absent student are to call by 10:00 am to give the 

teacher plenty of time to prepare homework for their 

child.  Homework is to be picked up in the school 

office after school, not earlier unless the school 

secretary has notified you otherwise.   
 

Please do not meet the teacher at the classroom door 

when class is dismissed.  Each teacher has an after 

school duty to watch her students until the EDSS 

program begins.  Conferences may be scheduled 

after these duties.  
 

Checking homework is primarily a parentôs task.  

After all, it is homework.  Parents should become 

concerned about chronically late work and should 

provide wise consequences.  If you notice your child 

has excessive homework, it may be for 

two possible reasons; they are either a 

slow worker naturally and/or they are 

not using their work time in class wisely. 

If you have any questions, please contact your 

childôs teacher. 

 

Students in the third through eighth grades are 

required to use an assignment book that is provided 

to them at the beginning of the school year.  Parents 

should learn the daily class assignment procedures 

and monitor the studentôs activity regularly. 

Frequently late homework affects the character 

grades and disqualifies a student from Honor Roll. 

 
Please remind your child to take the opportunity to 

visit the on-campus library (after school on 

Tuesdays and Thursdays with proper parental 

supervision) or the county Library. You will find 

that your child will have long-term assignments and 

may need the use of these facilities.
